The rise of street children at this time is one of the social problems that must be 

faced, especially urban street children. The purpose of this study is to obtain data 

related to the efforts made by the Education Religion Bee Entertainment (ERBE) 

Foundation in carrying out the process of empowering street children. The method 

used in this research is a qualitative approach. Data collection techniques in this 

study were taken from interviews, observation and documentation. The results of 

the research that have been carried out show that the efforts of the Education 

Religion Bee Entertainment (ERBE) Foundation in the process of empowering 

street children are based on the Guidelines for Organizing Street Children 

Empowerment through Halfway Houses by the Ministry of Social Affairs of the 

Republic of Indonesia. Includes outreach, assessment, service planning, activity 

implementation, monitoring & evaluation and termination. Through this process, 

we can see the efforts made by the Education Religion Bee Entertainment (ERBE) 

Foundation to empower street children in the form of knowledge, skills and health. 

In knowledge in the form of Islamic religious guidance, school package A, package 

B and package C. In skills in the form of training such as salon and barbershop. In 

health in the form of a MCK (Mandi, Cuci, Kakus) construction program. The 

conclusion obtained from this research is that fostered street children can obtain 

children's rights, increase street children's awareness of education, increase the 

ability of street children's skills and skills until street children stop going down the 

street. 
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
