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The purpose of this study was to determine: (1) Current Ratio, Debt Equity
Ratio, Total Asset Turn Over, Net Profit Margin and Profit Growth in Energy Sector
Companies Listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange. (2) Partial influence between
Current Ratio, Debt Equity Ratio, Total Asset Turn Over and Net Profit Margin on
Profit Growth in Energy Sector Companies Listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange.
(3) The simultaneous influence between Current Ratio, Debt Equity Ratio, Total
Asset Turn Over and Net Profit Margin on Profit Growth in Energy Sector
Companies Listed on the Indonesia Stock Exchange. The population used is the
Energy Sector Company for the period 2017-2022. The sample used was purposive
sampling technique and used a sample of 16 Energy Sector Companies. The
research method used is quantitative research. The analysis used is multiple linear
regression analysis with IBM SPSS 25 software tool which has very extensive
analysis capabilities and is able to access data from various types of data formats
and provide accurate results. Based on the research results it can be seen that: (1)
Current Ratio partially has a negative and insignificant effect on Earnings Growth.
(2) Debt Equity Ratio partially has a positive and insignificant effect on Profit
Growth. (3) Total Asset Turn Over partially has a positive and insignificant effect
on Profit Growth. (4) Net Profit Margin partially has a positive and significant
effect on Profit Growth in Energy Sector Companies Listed on the Indonesia Stock
Exchange for the period 2017-2022.
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
