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Fokus utama pada penelitian ini adalah permasalahan mengenai
pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru pada mahasiswa Pendidikan Ekonomi
Angkatan 2016 Universitas Siliwangi. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui
pengaruh efikasi diri, dukungan keluarga, dan orientasi masa depan terhadap
pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru pada mahasiswa Pendidikan Ekonomi
Angkatan 2016 Universitas Siliwangi.

Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif metode survei. Populasi
sebanyak 108 mahasiswa Pendidikan Ekonomi Angkatan 2016 Universitas
Siliwangi. Teknik sampling yang digunakan adalah teknik sampel jenuh dengan
jumlah responden sebanyak 108 mahasiswa. Metode pengumpulan data berupa
kuesioner. Teknik analisis data yang digunakan adalah regresi linear berganda.

Hasil analisis deskriptif menunjukkan bahwa variabel efikasi diri, dukungan
keluarga, orientasi masa depan dan pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru
masing-masing berada pada kategori baik. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan (1)
terdapat pengaruh positif dan signifikan efikasi diri terhadap pengambilan
keputusan karier menjadi guru, (2) tidak terdapat pengaruh positif dan signifikan
dukungan keluarga terhadap pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru, (3) tidak
terdapat pengaruh positif dan signifikan orientasi masa depan terhadap
pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru, (4) terdapat pengaruh positif dan
signifikan efikasi diri, dukungan keluarga, dan orientasi masa depan terhadap
pengambilan keputusan karier menjadi guru. Besar pengaruhnya yaitu sebesar 45,8%
sedangkan sisanya 54,2% dipengaruhi oleh faktor lain yang tidak diteliti dalam
penelitian ini.

The main focus in this study is a problems regarding career decision making
to be a teacher in students of Economic Education Department Siliwangi University
Class 2016. This study aims to determine the influence of self-efficacy, family
support, and future orientation for career decision making to be a teacher for
students of Economic Education Department Siliwangi University Class 2016.

This research was conducted by using quantitative approach with survey
method. The populations are 108 students of Economic Education Department
Siliwangi University Class 2016. The sample of this research includes 108
respondents by using saturated sampling technique. The data collection method was
by using questionnaires. The data analysis technique used is multiple linear
regression.

The descriptive analysis result shows that self-efficacy, family support,
future orientation, and career decision making to be a teacher are in a good category.
The results showed (1) there is a positive and significant influence of self-efficacy
on career decision making to be a teacher, (2) there is no positive and significant
influence of family support on career decision making to be a teacher, (3) there is
no positive and significant influence of future orientation on career decision making
to be a teacher, (4) there is a positive and significant influence on self-efficacy,
family support, and future orientation on career decision making to be a teacher.
The amount of impact is 45,8% with the rest of 54,2% was influenced by other
factors that were not tested in this study.
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
