Income expectations berpengaruh secara signifikan terhadap intensi berwirausaha 

pada mahasiswa S1 Universitas Siliwangi angkatan tahun 2018. 4) Self efficacy, 

adversity quotient, dan Income expectations berpengaruh secara signifikan 

terhadap intensi berwirausaha pada mahasiswa S1 Universitas Siliwangi angkatan 

tahun 2018.

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 Based on data from the results of pre-research conducted to students 

about entrepreneurship intentions, it was found that there is still a lack of number 

of students who have entrepreneurship intentions. This study aims to find out the 

influence of self efficacy, adversity quotient, and income expectations on student 

entrepreneurship intentions partially and simultaneously. The research method 

used is a survey method with an explanatory design. The population in the study 

was the students of Siliwangi University in 2018 which amounted to 2,704 

students. The sampling technique used is Proportional Random Sampling with a 

sample number of 348 students, which is calculated using the Slovin formula. The 

data collection techniques in this study used questionnaires and data analysis 

techniques used, namely multiple linear regression analysis. The results of the

4) Self efficacy, 

adversity quotient, and Income expectations significantly affect entrepreneurship 

intentions in undergraduate students of Siliwangi University class of 2018. 
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
