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Pemberdayaan Perempuan Kepala Keluarga (PEKKA) merupakan program dari
pemerintah yang dikoordinasi oleh Dinas Pemberdayaan Perempuan. Tujuan dari
penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui Bagaimana proses Pemberdayaan
Perempuan Kepala Keluarga Melalui Pelatihan Berwirausaha di Kelompok Zahra
Prima Kelurahan Sukamanah Kecamatan Cipedes Kota Tasikmalaya. Metode
penelitian yang digunakan yaitu studi kasus, merupakan salah satu jenis penelitian
kualitatif. Informan kunci dalam penelitian ini adalah Pendamping lapangan
Program PEKKA, pihak kelurahan Cipedes Kota Tasikmalaya, pengurus, dan 3
orang anggota kelompok Zahra Prima dengan kriteria ; aktif dalam mengikuti
kegiatan kelompok, mempunyai usaha individu, serta rajin membayar iuran
simpan pinjam di kelompok. Teknik pengumpulan data melakukan observasi,
wawancara, serta studi dokumentasi untuk lebih menguatkan hasil penelitian
dilapangan. Instrumen penelitian yang digunakan vyaitu lembar observasi,
pedoman wawancara yang terdiri dari 3 pedoman untuk pendamping, Pengurus,
dan anggota PEKKA, serta menggunakan pedoman dokumentasi. Teknis yang
digunakan dalam analisis data adalah pengumpulan data, reduksi data, display
data, dan penarikan kesimpulan. Berdasarkan hasil penelitian dapat disimpulan
bahwa pemberdayaan perempuan kepala keluarga melalui pelatihan berwirausaha
dengan proses (1 )tahap penyadaran dimana PEKKA diberikan penyuluhan
terlebih dahulu, (2) tahap transformasi yaitu PEKKA diberi pelatihan dan
pendidikan yang mendukung kedalam program kewirausahaan, (3) tahap
peningkatan kemampuan menuju mandiri, pemerintah memberi dana untuk usaha
yang diusulkan oleh kelompok PEKKA. simpulan yang diambil dalam proses
program PEKKA ini, pemberdayaannya berhasil, karena anggotanya dapat
mandiri dalam berwirausaha.

Empowering female heads of household (PEKKA) is a program from the
government which is coordinated by the agency of women’s empowerment. The
purpose of this study was to find out how the process of Empowering female
heads of household through entrepreneurship training in the Zahra Prima Group,
Sukamanah, Cipedes District, Tasikmalaya City. The research method used is a
case study, is one of type of qualitative research. The key informants in this study
were the PEKKA Field Companion Program, the Cipedes Urban Village,
Tasikmalaya City, the management, and 3 members of the Zahra Prima group
with criteria; active in participating in activities group, having an individual
business, and diligently paying savings and loan contributions in the group. The
techniques of the data collection were observations, interviews, and
documentation to further strengthen the results of this research. The research
instrument used was the observation sheet, interview guidelines which consisted
of 3 guidelines for assistants, administrators, and PEKKA members, as well as
using documentation guidelines. The techniques used in data analysis are data
collection, data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing. Based on the
results of the study, it can be concluded that the empowerment of female heads of
household through entrepreneurship training with the process (1) stage of
awareness where PEKKA was given outreach first, (2) the transformation phase,
namely PEKKA provided training and supportive education into entrepreneurship
programs, (3) the stage of capacity building towards independence, the
government provided funding for the business proposed by the PEKKA group.
Conclusions taken in the PEKKA program process, empowerment was successful,
because its members could be independent in entrepreneurship
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
