The teachers question types have the urgent part to give the effect to the students’ participations
(Farahian& Rezace, 2012). As Long and Sato (In Inan&Fidan, 2013) identified, these types of
questions are echoic and epistemic influenced by parallel of analytic statements, parallel of
metalinguistic truths, and parallel of logical truths where these types are related to logical
properties as the reasons ( Katz, 1972). These factors arise the presupposition of the teacher in
Tacilitating the students through questions.
